Forgive as Jesus Forgave

There were two brothers. Each brother was successful in their own right, but
became even stronger through their love and cooperation with each

other. Similarly, the families of each brother grew close as they advanced in
years, and together, the families would also assist each other, and in doing so
became very successful.

And so it was until one day Satan saw this and said it is not well that these two
families are so close and cooperate, for in this, they become strong and
prosperous in all things. So, Satan caused the first brother to make a foolish
statement about the second brother. At first the second brother paid no mind to
the first brother’s statement.

Then Satan whispered into the second brother’s ear, “Did you not hear what the
first brother said about you? How can you let that statement stand? If you say
nothing to correct your brother, you will be seen as weak, and it will be in this

o

weakness that your brother will treat with you from now on.” So, the second
brother in his pride demanded an apology from the first. The first brother, in his
pride, would not apologize, for Satan told him “That if you apologize you will be
seen as foolish and weak. Then it will be in this weakness that your brother will

treat with you from now on.”

So, neither brother would make reconciliation, and they went their separate ways
nursing their foolish pride into an anger of self-righteousness. The families in
turn became distant from one another and would have no dealings with the
other. They became weakened so much so that they were strangers to each other
in all things, and were diminished on earth.

How often is this story played out in life? How often do we let ourselves be

manipulated into this trap of foolish pride? I have seen friendships, business
partnerships, marriages and families crack and crumble in this way, based solely
on a foolish word or statement made by one, that is taken the wrong way by
another, and built up in a way that it becomes a barrier that separates them from
one another. A barrier that becomes impenetrable because of foolish pride. This
barrier is easily removed in one word, forgiveness.

We are not perfect, and are prone to make mistakes in so many ways. In the story
above, each brother had within their means a remedy to rectify the situation and
overcome their foolish pride. The first brother could have asked the second to
forgive him. The second brother could have granted forgiveness of the first
without even asking. This is how Jesus forgave on the cross.

Jesus, who had been so cruelly treated, scourged at the pillar, crowned with
thorns, spat upon, beaten, made to carry His own instrument of death and then
brutally crucified at Golgotha, demanded no apology, no recompense. Jesus
simply asked the Father to forgive, and in this forgiveness, all of us are
redeemed. It is in this same spirit of forgiveness that we can defeat pride, the
father of all sin.

Overcoming pride can be very difficult since we believe that asking for
forgiveness can mean lowering and losing our dignity. Far from it, forgiveness
sets you free of foolish pride and strengthens our relationships. The other way
forgiveness works is by granting it. For once true forgiveness is given, Satan loses
his hold. This is a stronger, more perfect form of forgiveness, for it is a
forgiveness based on the love Christ had on the cross.

If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things.

That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God
had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to worR,

Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age
most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect.
What's the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle
with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however,
would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich,
God-given resource.

In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-
experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua
reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and Rnowledge.

Think of the older adults you Rnow. How does God want to use them in your life? What
experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might Reep you from
making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for
their advice?
