                                       Embracing Our Cross 
 
The Church recently celebrated the feast day of the Exaltation of the Cross, on 
September 14th.  The occasion commemorates the finding of the true cross.  The 
tale of its finding reads like an Indiana Jones Script.  It involves a number of 
Saints.  Saint Helena, the 80-year-old mother of the Roman Emperor 
Constantine, Saint Macarius, the Bishop of Jerusalem, and a man called Judas, a 
Jew by birth, who later converted to Christianity to become Saint 
Cyriacus.   According to tradition, much of which is taken from an account by 
Saint Cyril of Jerusalem, it was a man called Judas that informed Saint Helena 
where to find the true cross.  There were three crosses found, and one story goes 
that the inscription posted on the Cross of Christ was still intact.  Another version 
is that the true Cross was found by laying it alongside a sick individual, 
whereupon the person fully recovered.     
 
Anyway, after the finding of the Cross, Emperor Constantine erected the great 
basilica of the Holy Sepulcher, over the site, which was solemnly blessed on 
September 14th 335 AD, after which the cross was displayed for viewing.  Saint 
Helena then divided the cross into three parts, with one part going to Rome, 
another part going to Constantinople and the third part staying in 
Jerusalem.  The story and intrigue go on through the centuries but takes us far 
away from the heart of the matter.  For at the heart of the true cross we find our 
own destiny. 
 
"…If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross 
daily, and follow Me" Lk 9:23  
 
“…Whoever wishes to come after me must deny himself, take up his cross, and 
follow Me. Mk. 8:34 
 
“Then Jesus said to His disciples, “If anyone wants to come after Me, he must 
deny himself, take up his cross, and follow Me.”  Mt. 16:24 
 
The message is clear in each synoptic Gospel.  Unless there is a cross in our life 
there will never be a resurrection.  Christianity is not easy.  It cost us 
something.  No one who seeks Christ will be spared their suffering.   

 
There will be difficult moments when we falter.  Remember though, Jesus on the 
way to Calvary fell three times.  As exhausted and weak as He was, each time 
Jesus got up off the ground and continued His journey.  He continued it as best 
He could without complaint.  Jesus will expect no more from us.  For it is in the 
act of getting up off the ground and then picking up our cross to continue our 
journey that we will conquer.  And within this setting there is heroism and 
beauty.  There is indescribable love. 
 
“So, my Lord I will follow thee.  But I am afraid of suffering. I do not want the 
cross in my life, and I will desperately try to escape it.  Like Jesus in the garden of 
Gethsemane I will pray; “My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from 
Me.”  But do I have the courage and conviction to complete the prayer, “Yet not as 
I will, but as You will."  O how weak I am.  But this is the test, and in this test, I 
must conquer my own will.  I must find a way to carry my cross for it is with 
Jesus I long to be. 
 
So then, I will ask for the grace to go forward in my life embracing my cross, 
embracing all of my crosses, for indeed I will have to carry them all.  If I stumble 
along the way I only ask for the strength to get back up and continue.  I will offer 
my suffering up for my salvation, and for whatever good the Lord can make of 
it.  I ask humbly that I may bear my suffering quietly, patiently, even as Jesus 
bore His suffering, until such time my race is won,”    (From The Repenter’s

Nothing but a Number 

     Japanese mountain climber Yuichiro Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. 

George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became 

the first female rear admiral of the United States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty 

completed her quest to run a marathon on each of the seven continents when she was 84. 

     If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things. 

     That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God 

had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside 

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to work. 

     Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age 

most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect. 

What’s the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle 

with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however, 

would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich, 

God-given resource. 

     In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-

experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua 

reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and knowledge. 

     Think of the older adults you know. How does God want to use them in your life? What 

experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might keep you from 

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for 

their advice?

What might getting to know them better 
add to your life? 
• What steps can you take this week to build a mutually beneficial relationship with 
an older adult?
