Without God

“We must force our evolution in the present day via our reasoning,
inventiveness, and especially our scientific technology. In short, we must
embrace transhumanism—the radical field of science that aims to turn humans
into, for lack of a better word, gods.” Zoltan Istvan writing for the Huffington
Post. We are traveling very fast, headlong into a dangerous future. Stop for a
moment and consider, how much we rely on God? To what degree is our life
dependent on our creator? Suppose for a moment that God stayed aloof and did
not interfere with the affairs of man.

Would we be saved by our philosophy? Consider those philosophies that have
been developed seeking to deny the existence of God. Communism comes to
mind. It was designed by men who rejected God in favor of human
reasoning. Societies springing forth from this type of philosophy are inevitably
run by authoritarian government. In the end all man-made philosophy would
fail, for it is God who inspires man to reach beyond himself and rise above his
passions. Even seminal documents like the U.S. Constitution, which provides for
a limited government with checks and balances, would succumb to manipulation
and be subverted.

Would our innate ingenuity and intellect serve us to build and maintain a great
peaceful society? A peaceful society is built on sacrifice, trust, a well develop
system of values and sense of equality before the law; belief in something bigger
than our immediate needs. True, there would be inspiration, but there would be
no “Divine Inspiration”. There would be little effort to build a society that
transcends human nature, and if there were, it would be corrupted and weak. It
would eventually fail or be taken over and turned into something
authoritarian. Something meant to subjugate. Only under the guidance and
blessing of God can we be truly free.

And so, on it goes. Everything redeeming in mankind comes from God. Through
God’s love and kindness. Through His Divine Revelation and guidance, through
the teachings and sacrifice of His Son Jesus Christ.

Without God there would have been no ark to protect Noah and his
family. There would have been no covenant with Abraham. No Ten
Commandments, or Mosaic law. There would have been no Christ, no passion,
no cross and no resurrection. There would have been no Paraclete to guide
us. No flowering of Christian culture. There would be no vine, and we would be
left to wither.

Without God we would make our own gods. As we see in the ancient past,
pagans invented puny little gods. They would sacrifice animals to look at their
entrails to determine what kind of day they would have. They would sacrifice
children so that they might have good fortune, and have sexual orgies to please
their gods. They would kill others and tear out their beating heart holding it high
for all to see, so that the sun might come up in the morning.

Are we that far removed from those Pagans? With the promotion of
euthanasia, abortion, sexualization of our children, I wonder. What’s more, with
this trans-humanization, it seems we are attempting to turn ourselves into puny
little gods.

Of course, we know that God has always been with us and would never desert
us. So, let’s change the opening argument. Suppose instead of God being aloof
from us, we knowingly walked away from God. For that is indeed what we are
doing.

Without God? No. I want my God with me every moment of every day. I want
Him there when I wake in the morning, and throughout the day. I want him
beside me to talk to and guide me. When I sleep at night, I want Him watching
over me. What’s more I want His angels and His Saints there. I want my
guardian angel to guide me and keep me safe, I need the intersession of the
Blessed Virgin, the guidance of Saint Joseph. I do not want to live forever on this
earth as a cyborg.

Nothing but a Number

Japanese mountain climber Yuichiro Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70.

If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things.

That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God
had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to worR,

Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age
most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect.
What's the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle
with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however,
would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich,
God-given resource.

In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-
experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua
reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and Rnowledge.

Think of the older adults you Rnow. How does God want to use them in your life? What
experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might Reep you from
making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for
their advice?
