                                         To Be a Saint – With God All Things Are Possible 
 
We all have memories, some pleasant, some not so much.  Memories are important as 
they guide us to live a better life, a more effective life.   Even unpleasant memories are 
there, like a stop sign, to warn us of danger ahead.  Ah yes, the memories of sin, from 
the moment of temptation on, are there not so much as to cause pain, but to warn us 
off repeating the sin.  Just like we learn early in life not to play with a sharp knife, we 
learn to avoid sin, and those things that lead to sin.  This is normal. 
 
If however, you find yourself dwelling on past sins to the point of obsession; sins that 
you have confessed, sins that you have fully repented of, and diligently avoid, there 
could be something else at play.    On these occasions the memory of the sin rushes in 
on you.  Why did I do that?  How could I have been so weak, so stupid?  But you tell 
yourself that you confessed the sin, you amended your life, and are ever so careful to 
avoid further sin.  Yet the thought persists.  Did I fully confess the sin?  Could I have 
done a better job?  How could God possibly forgive me?  These feelings do not come 
from God.  Like a father does not seek to torment his children, God will not seek to 
torment us with these thoughts. 
 
One of the most common ways Satan attacks us is through the suggestion that we are 
still weighted down by our past sins.   He brings up memories, often in vivid detail, to 
re-live them over and over, seeking to entrap us.  Like a prison cell he wants us to jail 
ourselves with guilt over these past sins.   Why?   
 
Satan knows that sin separates us from God.   If he can keep us dwelling on our past 
sins, he knows he has an opportunity to prolong and even increase this 
separation.  This becomes the crack in our armor, and once seen, he will do all in his 
power to exploit it.   It is cunning in the extreme, causing some to give up hope of 
salvation. 
 
Recognize these attacks for what they are.   Satan seeks to use our limited 
understanding of God’s mercy and forgiveness.  He quietly whispers into your ear of the 
guilt and shame of your sin.  The words go something like this….“What a shame, you 
had great potential, but look at what you did.  Sure, the priest said your sin is forgiven, 
but is it?  Is it really?  How could God forgive that.   It is too late for you now.  How could 
a righteous God ever forgive you. Why look at you, you cannot even forgive 
yourself!”   And so, the conversation goes.  What Satan will not tell you is that God is 
not limited by our human understanding of mercy and forgiveness.   
 
“And Jesus said to his disciples, “Truly, I say to you, it will be hard for a rich man to enter 

 

 

the kingdom of heaven.  Again I tell you, it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a 
needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom of God.”  When the disciples heard this 
they were greatly astonished, saying, “Who then can be saved?”  But Jesus looked at 
them and said to them, “With men this is impossible, but with God all things are 
possible.”  Mt 19: 23-26 
 
With God all things are possible…..   Our God is the Father of the prodigal son.  Our 
God is the Father that loved mankind so much He sent His only begotten Son to die on 
the cross for our sins.  Our God wants us to be with Him in Heaven.   Take courage in 
this. 
 
If you have confessed your sins and have genuine remorse, if you have amended your 
life accordingly, then trust in God.  Your sins are forgiven.  Don’t forget to forgive 
yourself in the process.  If this attack from Satan comes, remember it is an attack that 
seeks to keep us separated from God, and in doubt.  Immediately turn to God through 
prayer.  Turn to Jesus and ask Him to save you from this spiritual attack.  Turn to the 
Blessed Virgin, who’s intersession before the Throne of God is so powerful, and who 
Satan fears greatly.  Turn to Saint Joseph who is correctly called the “Terror of
