              To Be a Saint – Dignitas Infinita, the Latest Papal Declaration 
 
I have been asked for my thoughts on the latest Papal declaration, “Dignitas Infinita”, 
Infinite Dignity, that was approved on March 25th by Pope Francis.  I understand the 
20-page document has been in the works for about 5 years.  It is another product by 
the Dicastery of the Doctrine of Faith, and addresses some hot button issues, including 
gender theory, sex change, abortion, surrogacy, euthanasia and much more.  
 
The document starts with a strong foundation to build its case. “Every human person 
possesses an infinite dignity, inalienably grounded in his or her very being, which 
prevails in and beyond every circumstance, state, or situation the person may ever 
encounter. This principle, which is fully recognizable even by reason alone, underlies the 
primacy of the human person and the protection of human rights. In the light of 
Revelation, the Church resolutely reiterates and confirms the ontological dignity of the 
human person, created in the image and likeness of God and redeemed in Jesus Christ. 
From this truth, the Church draws the reasons for her commitment to the weak and those 
less endowed with power, always insisting on “the primacy of the human person and the 
defense of his or her dignity beyond every circumstance.” (Dignitas Infinita, Intro. para 
1).  
 
This dignity is intrinsic to the person, not conferred by society.  All human beings 
possess this same intrinsic dignity, regardless of whether or not they can express it in a 
suitable manner.  In paragraph 6 the document states that since God has an infinite 
love for us, that love conveys unto us an infinite dignity. 
 
Infinite Dignity?  In fact, the document speaks about the possibility of a fourfold 
distinction of the concept of dignity: “ontological dignity, moral dignity, social 
dignity, and existential dignity.” (para.7). 
 
A lot to digest.  The question comes then as to what effect sin and grace has on our 
life?  How is this infinite dignity marred, and how is it restored?  What role does our 
faith play?  It seems we are talking about a Divine dignity when we refer to ontological, 
one that no human action can diminish.  One that is present in each of us alongside a 
more fallible type of human dignity(s), those that are vulnerable to our own ill-conceived 
actions. *   But all this takes us down a rabbit hole, and let’s not go there.  

So, my thoughts?  There are many things about this document to like, including topics 
that are relevant for our times.  It upholds long standing Catholic teachings.  Rather 
than creating a laborious list in this letter, I would recommend reading paragraphs 33-
62, in section 4.  
 
While the moral teaching of Dignitas Infinita will not surprise anyone familiar with 
Catholic teaching, it will upset those who, after the release of Fiducia Supplicans, were 

 

 

hoping to see the Catholic Church cave on gender ideology and other modern concepts 
and thoughts. 
 
There are other questions concerning what we are in store for in the future.   My answer 
to them is to continue to pray for our clergy, keep our own house in order, and trust 
God. 
 
Rapid changes are upon the church.  Like a sudden rush of wind down a mountainside 
it is unrelenting.  Structures may be shaken and some may be blown away.  The very 
landscape may seemingly change to conform to whatever is driving that wind.  Is this 
force of the Holy Spirit, or is it some type of Animus, an ill wind of malevolence?   We 
shall know them by their fruit.  Those who have built their house on firm ground have 
little to fear.  
 
*For those that are interested, I would recommend reviewing the philosophical 
development of personalism in the 20th century, particularly the works of Karl 
Rahner.  Rahner was a 20th century Jesuit priest and theologian.  He served as a 
theological expert at the Second Vatican Council, and has had a profound influence on 
the church since.   Dignitas Infinata will list Rahner as one of the great 20th Century 
Christian thinkers (footnote 25).  He was a prolific author.  If I were to recommend just 
one book, it would be The Shape of the Church to Come. You can download a copy at 
the Philosophy Document Center.   In this book you will gain an insight into the Papacy 
of Pope Francis, and what the future may hold.
