To be a Saint - The Nature of Evil

The greatest trick the devil played is to convince us he is a myth.

Satan was at first a good angel, made by God (CCC 391). Some traditions give him
the name Lucifer, or “light bearer”. Isaiah says; "How you have fallen from Heaven,
oh Day Star, son of the dawn! How you are cut down to the ground, you who laid the
nations low”. 1s.14:12. He was one of the Seraphim, the highest choir of angels
who see and adore God directly. Satan, along with all other angels have free will
like us. He and others became evil of their own accord, and tradition teaches that up
to one third of the angels rebelled against God.

Why the rebellion? We do not know for sure. Saint Thomas Aquinas wrote that
Satan had a desire to be as God. Some theologians
have suggested that the angels foresaw the creation of man, a nature lower than
their own, and that they were to bow down to the creation, made in the likeness of
God. Whatever the reason, at the root of the rebellion was pride. The rebellion was
pure folly, as all sin is, and was decisively defeated. Jesus, speaking as the second
person of the Holy Trinity, confirms this in Luke. The 70 disciples had just returned
from their mission, overjoyed with their authority over the demons in the name of
Jesus. To this Jesus replied, "I have observed Satan fall like lightening from the
sky”, Lk. 10:18. Jesus was not speaking figuratively. As God incarnate, His
statement indicates that divine judgment in heaven was swift and obvious.

Based on the arguments above, many theologians feel that the fall of Satan was
before the creation of Man, for Satan appears in the Garden already in a fallen
state. It is in this setting we find Adam and Eve, and the subsequent fall of
mankind through the temptation of Satan. Once again, it was pride in wanting to be
like God, that led to the downfall of mankind; for Satan knew through experience
that God would not tolerate this sin.

An eternal struggle. Free will, temptation, the temptation rejected or accepted,
and if accepted, the sin committed. Even Christ was not immune. He was tempted
as no one else has ever been. In his rejection of all temptation, He shows us the
way to purity.

The attacks continue today. Satan seeks to bring about the destruction of the
entire human race. Revelation 12:9 calls him the deceiver of the whole world. 2
Corinthians 4:4 says, the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelieving
ones. Satan attempts to blind us to the light of God, and brings down individuals,
families and nations.

When evil slips into one part of our life, it tends to corrupt all parts. Itis like a
cancer. You cannot contain it or isolate it. It can only be corrected by repentance,
and the grace of God.

What’s more, evil easily spreads to others. It often gains entry through those
who lead and guide us. How often in scripture do we read of the sins of the Kings of

Israel and Judah, and to what affect those sins had on their people, especially when
they rejected God and worshiped false idols. Look through history and you will find
the same. Through Satan’s temptations, virtue is gradually replaced with
wickedness and moral depravity, starting first among the leaders and gradually
working its way down to the citizens. It is also true of religious. When a shepherd
goes bad, the flock will be led to ruin.

Families need to pay particular attention. When a father or a mother fall into sin,
it will affect the rest of the family. Children are like sponges; they will soak up
anything that comes their way. You can cast all blame on society, popular culture or
the genetics of some ancestor, but it is direct example that children will learn from
and imitate.

Bishop Fulton Sheen sums up the reality of Satan and his work well: "Do not
mock the Gospels and say there is no Satan. Evil is too real in the world to say that.
Do not say the idea of Satan is dead and gone. Satan never gains so many cohorts,
as when, in his shrewdness, he spreads the rumor that he is long since dead. Do not
reject the Gospel because it says the Savior was tempted. Satan always tempts the
pure; the others are already his.”

Chilling words, but within the words of Fulton Sheen we find
encouragement. Satan tempts those who he has not won over. The fact that you
are being tempted and fighting it with all your strength is a good sign that you have
not succumbed.
