5 Prayers to Protect Your Family from Spiritual Warfare

The dinner table was eerily quiet as we all sat around as if nothing ever happened. Yet if our
walls could talk, they’d probably share a story I would not be too extremely proud of. Our
emotions were embracing mad and messy, blood pressure was escalated, and the tension in the
room was so thick it was practically suffocating. We all felt it. We all knew an unwanted
presence had entered our home and was wreaking havoc on our family. The mission was to
destroy our marriage, the relationships with our children, and their bonds with one another and
unfold chaos in its wake. Sadly, this furious force seemed to be winning.

Quite frankly, it made me angry as I felt defeated! Yet, after an ugly brawl, we all gathered
around the table, and my little one broke me out of my disillusioned trance by sweetly saying, “If
we love Jesus so much, why does everyone seem so angry all of the time.”

Our Daily Bread — Thoughts on Mater Populi Fidelis (“Mother of the Faithful People”)
“A rose by any other name would smell as sweet”, Shakespeare, Romeo & Juliet
So Dad, has the church done away with the titles mediatrix and co-redemptrix for the Blessed Virgin?

You’re talking about the document titled Mater Populi Fidelis, released on November 4th. It was written by the
Dicastery of Faith. This is the same group that gave us Fiducia Supplicans, the document on blessing of same sex
unions. In this case, the Dicastery issued what is called a doctrinal note about Marion titles, not doctrine. No doctrine
has been changed. The note addresses the use of particular titles so that the Church’s doctrine may be clearly
understood. What I’ve seen so far in most media is that the church has changed its position on Marion dogma. That
did not happen.

Before we continue, and lest there be any doubt, I will point you toward the Bible; specifically two passages. The first
is the Gospel of John 14:6. ... “Jesus said to him, I am the way the truth and the light. No one comes to the Father but
by me.” The second is 1Tim 2:5, “For there is one God, and there is one Mediator between God and men, the man
Christ Jesus.” That should be specific enough.

With that said though, Mary plays an instrumental role in mankind’s salvation. To define that role, the church has
given her various titles as our understanding has developed. It has become part of what we call the Deposit of Faith,
which includes sacred scripture and sacred tradition, and is developed and maintained by the Magisterium consisting of
the Pontiff, in communion with the Bishops.

Now let’s get back to the document Mater Populi Fidelis. The document affirms Mary’s unique participation in
Christ’s saving work, “attested to in Scripture,” and has also “been taught by the Magisterium of the Church.”

Concerning co-redemptrix, a term that dates to the fifteenth century, the Dicastery feels the title can be confused with
the role of Christ in our salvation. In their words, “this title risks obscuring Christ’s unique salvific mediation and can
therefore create confusion and an imbalance in the harmony of the truths of the Christian faith.” It goes on... “When
an expression requires many, repeated explanations to prevent it from straying from a correct meaning, it does not serve
the faith of the people of God and becomes unhelpful.”

For Mediatrix, a term that originated in the east about the 6™ century, Mater Populi Fidelis states that the specific
Marion title Mediatrix of All Graces has “limits that do not favor a correct understanding of Mary’s unique place”.

Yet, as you can see, these titles have been used for some time. We have had pontiffs and Saints refer to them. Pope
Saint John Paul II, Pope Pius XI, Saint Maximillian Colby and Saint Padre Pio are just a few. One of the seminal
documents of Vatican I is called Lumen Gentium (Light of Nations). It goes to great length to describe Mary’s

role. In paragraph 57 it states “This union of the mother with the Son in the work of salvation is made manifest since
the time of Christ’s conception up to His death. In paragraph 62, Lumen Gentium even restates the title of

Mediactrix. Paragraph 6 of the current Catechism of the Catholic Church entitled Mary - Mother of Christ, Mother of
the Church, goes to great length to teach this Marion Doctrine... In terms of church history, these are relatively recent
documents. So while the doctrine has not changed, there is an uneasiness now about these titles causing confusion.

Why put this out now?

I have heard reasons of ecumenicalism. The Blessed Virgin makes non-Catholics uncomfortable, Protestants
especially; we’ve talked about that before. I wonder now, do you think our Protestant friends would alter their stance

on sola scriptura? I greatly doubtit. Ihave also heard the Dicastery wrote the document for reasons to dissuade cults
from developing around the Blessed Virgin, showcasing her as some type of god.

Will there be more changes to come?

Possibly. The church has made course corrections in the past, as its understanding developed. In this case the change
was a caution to refrain from using titles. For some, it seems that backing away from these titles instead of clarifying
them, would be more appropriate.

Whatever the feeling might be, consider this. Nothing has changed in the Kingdom of God. Whatever the title, Mary’s
role in Heaven is set, of this I am sure. So do not be overly troubled. Know your faith, know your catechism and never
cease praying for guidance. Put yourself under the protection of the Blessed Virgin, who is our powerful intercessor
before the Throne of God.
