3 Ways to Reignite Your Passion for the Lord When Your Heart Is Hardened 
 
Have you ever found yourself abnormally impatient, or more commonly short-tempered, or acting 
more arrogantly than normal and you’re unsure why? None of us are perfect, and we all have our 
less-than-proud moments in life that keep us close to the cross, but if you’ve noticed these 
tendencies increase for a prolonged period of time, chances are you’re suffering from a hardening 
heart. 
A hardened heart is unmoved by things others would be compassionate about. It is a heart that is 
rebelling against God. 
In Mark 8:17-18 Jesus accused his disciples of having hardened hearts when they did not believe 
or understand how Jesus could use a small batch of bread to feed a massive crowd, saying, “Have 
ye your heart yet hardened? Having eyes, see ye not? And having ears, hear ye not? And do ye 
not remember?” 
A hard heart is characterized by an inability to perceive spiritually. When people are hardhearted 
toward God, they are spiritually blind and deaf—they can’t see spiritual truth or hear the Lord 
speak to them. 
So how can we ensure our hearts remain “soft” and open to the things of God, and how can we 
regain closeness with Him after realizing our hearts have become hardened?

                                                               Our Daily Bread – Gates 
 
This has been a very busy week for me, so a short one today.   Let’s talk about gates. 
 
It’s common on a farm to have gates of one sort or another.  Gates restrict the movement of livestock, mark 
boundaries, and so forth.  Many farms have a system of gates running through it.  When traveling from one 
place to another on a large farm it could take some time to work through the gates.   I remember riding 
shotgun on the tractor, helping speed up this gate clearing process.  As the tractor would approach a gate I 
would hop off, run ahead, unlatch the gate, swing it open for the tractor to go through, then close the gate 
up, running to catch up and hop back on.   Do this for two or three gates and suddenly riding on the tractor 
was not so much fun.  There are many other gates on the farm.  The gate to the chicken coop, to the pig sty 
and feedlot, all served and important purpose, and needed to be kept in good repair.  A carelessly closed or 
maintained gate could be costly. 
 
Gates and doors are important in our lives.  They signify thresholds, boundaries, restrict movement and 
help keep us safe.  They help us control what, and who we let into our home, our place of work, our 
schools, churches and so on.  They can be inviting to look at and often welcoming, but stand guard just the 
same.  Once the gate is left open, either by accident or by intention, we lose control of that boundary. 
 
We surround ourselves with mental and moral doors and gates too.  One I see a lot in younger folks is the 
absence of any gates or fences.  They are young, restless, ready to experience life, and everything in 
it.   Free rangers at heart, and they are not too particular as to what might come in, or get out.   A lot of life 
lessons were discovered by this group by leaving the gate opened.  Then there is another type of gate, a 
mental gate.  This one effects all ages and is sad to see.  This gate traps us and prevents us from leaving, 
from progressing through life. In many cases, it comes from a false sense of fear, which leads to a mental 
stagnation in their life, preventing them from developing socially, professionally our spiritually. 
 
Similarly there are spiritual gates in our life.  We see them referred to time and again in scripture.  After the 
fall in the Garden of Eden, Adam and Eve were cast out and not allowed to return.  To prevent returning, 
God stationed a cherubim and a flaming sword which turned every way to guard the way to the tree of 
life.  It was the blood of the lamb placed on the door posts that provided the spiritual protection to the 
Israelites from the destroyer during that first Passover.   In the Gospel of John Jesus refers to Himself as the 
“door, and if anyone enters by Me he shall be saved, and will go in and out and find pasture.” John 10:9. 
 
And so we are back at pastures again, and time for me to get back to mine.  Mind your fences well, and 
keep the gates in good repair….
