5 Prayers to Protect Your Family from Spiritual Warfare
We Are in a War Between Good and Evil

SLIDE 1 OF 5
1 Peter 5:8 proclaims that the devil is like a prowling lion waiting for someone to devour, while John
10:10 says the enemy is always out, ready to steal, kill, and destroy. This is why James 4:7 tells us to resist
the devil, and he will flee from us; Proverbs 4:23 commands us to guard our hearts and minds,
and Ephesians 6:11-12 calls for us to put on the full armor of God. We must recognize that we do not
wrestle with flesh and blood but against cosmic forces, present darkness, and an evil spiritual realm.
What Does the Bible Say about Spiritual Warfare?
"Stay alert! Watch out for your great enemy, the devil. He prowls around like a roaring lion, looking for
someone to devour." - 1 Peter 5:8
"The thief’s purpose is to steal and kill and destroy. My purpose is to give them a rich and satisfying life.’
- John 10:10
"So humble yourselves before God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you." - James 4:7
"Guard your heart above all else, for it determines the course of your life." - Proverbs 4:23
"Put on all of God’s armor so that you will be able to stand firm against all strategies of the devil. For we
are not fighting against flesh-and-blood enemies, but against evil rulers and authorities of the unseen
world, against mighty powers in this dark world, and against evil spirits in the heavenly places."
- Ephesians 6:11-12
The Bible doesn’t gloss over the issue of spiritual warfare. In fact, it tells us that there is a continual war
going on between good and evil. Satan may have chosen to be sinfully prideful, but his rebellion against
God has cost humanity a great deal of turmoil ever since. The evil agenda consists of slowly leading us
away from God, distorting His plan and purpose in our lives, and holding the malicious intent to gain our
souls. Satan and his minions do this by getting into our minds, binding up our hearts, torturing us
physically, and breaking us until we crumble spiritually.
This is a very serious matter, so we must remain vigilant and be aware of the enemy’s tactics. If you are
wondering if you (or your family) are in the midst of spiritual war, maybe start with the simple question
my youngest posed at the dinner table, “If you love Jesus, why are you behaving differently, believing lies,
or feeling overwhelmed and exhausted all (or most) the time?” The truth of the matter is the devil has his

eye on you because of your faith, not your lack of it, so don’t succumb to is trickery.

To Be a Saint — Upon Thanks-Giving Day

Praise the Lord oh my soul, and forget not all His benefits. Ps. 103:2
I thought it would be worthwhile to take a look at how early Americans felt about their Thanksgiving. How
does it stack up with ours today.

According to an article | read in the Washingtonian by Matt Blitz, the first Thanksgiving in Jamestown
took place at the Berkley Plantation located along the James River on December 4% 1619. Based on his
account, that first Thanksgiving in Virginia was a religious observance of gratitude rather than a feast.

The more widely known Thanksgiving of the Pilgrims, held over a year later than the one at Jamestown,
is portrayed in the history books as merely a harvest feast shared with the natives. But to the Pilgrims, a
devout religious group, it was much more. They had many ‘days of thanksgiving’ throughout the year;
occasions for which they gave thanks to Almighty God. So, embedded within their Thanksgiving feast, was
a devout thankfulness and mindfulness of God’s blessings. See the pattern?

Let’s look at one more example. It is the 1789 National Day of Thanksgiving proclamation by President
George Washington.

Whereas it is the duty of all Nations to acknowledge the providence of Almighty God, to obey his will,
to be grateful for his benefits, and humbly to implore his protection and favor, and Whereas both Houses
of Congress have by their Joint Committee requested me "to recommend to the People of the United
States a day of public thanks-giving and prayer to be observed by acknowledging with grateful hearts the
many signal favors of Almighty God, especially by affording them an opportunity peaceably to establish a
form of government for their safety and happiness." George Washington, Preamble to the “Thanksgiving
Proclamation, 3 October 1789,”

| wonder, in this present time when we seemingly can’t agree on the color of an orange, could you even
get both houses of Congress to promote and support something like that? How would a recommendation
for a day of prayer, public thanks-giving and begging God'’s protection and favor be portrayed on the 6 o-
clock news? Would it even make the news? No mention of eating, drinking, watching football and most
importantly, getting a head start on the Christmas shopping. But let’s get back to the founding father.

Now therefore | do recommend and assign Thursday the 26th. day of November next to be devoted by
the People of these States to the service of that great and glorious Being, who is the beneficent Author of
all the good that was, that is, or that will be. That we may then all unite in rendering unto him our sincere
and humble thanks, for his kind care and protection of the People of this country previous to their
becoming a Nation, for the signal and manifold mercies,

There he goes again, that day of thanks-giving was to be devoted to the service of God. We were to
render unto Him our sincere and humble thanks for His care and protection. He did not mention to give
thanks to the government, a political philosophy, or a political party. Washington does not mention
things that are temporal. He is talking about the spiritual. Could you see that happening today? Let’s
continue...

And also that we may then unite in most humbly offering our prayers and supplications to the great
Lord and Ruler of Nations and beseech him to pardon our national and other transgressions;— to enable us
all, whether in public or private stations, to perform our several and relative duties properly and
punctually, to render our national government a blessing to all the People, by constantly being a

government of wise, just, and constitutional laws, discreetly and faithfully executed and obeyed, to
protect and guide all Sovereigns and Nations (especially such as have shown kindness unto us) and to
bless them with good government, peace, and concord.

Washington asks us to unite in prayer and beseech pardon for our transgressions. He also gives us a
challenge, one that seemingly no one hears in today’s society. We ask for the pardon so that we may
be enabled to perform and render services according to our station in life. There is no mention of self-
indulgence, feasting or even Christmas shopping? So, this is a day of recognition that we are indebted to
God, the author of all that is good and right, a day where we ask for the continuance of God'’s blessing
upon us, and the grace to render worthy service.

How does the original intent of thanks-giving stack up to what we celebrate today? More to the point,
how will you render thanks unto God this Thursday?
