                                    To Be a Saint - The Importance of Living in the Present 
 

You show me the path of life.  In your presence there is fullness of joy; in your right hand are 
pleasures forevermore.  Ps. 16:11 
     Stuck in the past, or incessantly worried about the future, how many of us know the art of 
living in the present, the art of living with God? 
     Some of us like to hang on to the past, comfortable with the memories.  For some, the past is 
an unchallenging place where we only have to reminisce and contemplate.  For others the past 
is where they go to torture themselves with what could have been, might have been.  For them, 
it is a land of “if only”. 
     Others like to live in an unending preparation for the future.  Every waking moment is 
consumed by worry of what may happen, what does it all mean, and how they should meet 
it.  For them, it is a place of unending fear, a land of “what if”. 
     God gives us this day, the present.  Each moment in which we have an opportunity to have a 
relationship with our Creator.   Mortal creatures that we are, for us God is in the present.  There 
is no opportunity to encounter Him in some distant memory.  Nor will you find God waiting to 
meet you in a fantasy, or some personal worry upon a future date.  It is the here and now where 
we will find God. 
     But how often do we fail to find God in the present?  How often do we become distracted 
and find ourselves journeying to the past, or locked in on the future? 
     So, is remembering the past, and dwelling on the future a waste of time?  No.   Like so many 
things, they are gifts from God.  The past prepares us in many respects for the future.  Why else 
would God give us memory?  Why else would God give us the intellect to prepare.   We 
remember our vulnerability and need to protect ourselves from danger, so we plan ahead, and 
provide for ourselves shelter.   We remember hunger and our need to eat, so we plan ahead to 
provide ourselves food.  So on it goes. 
     No, these are gifts, but like many gifts God gives us, we need to exercised balance, and do not 
let ourselves become distracted by them; perhaps manipulated in a sense by Satan.  You see 
Satan’s goal is to keep us separated from God.  Knowing that we only experience God in the 
present, what better way to separate us then to have us dwell in the past or future? 
     When we enjoy the gifts of God, we are living in the present.  Perhaps it is a time with the 
family gathered together for a meal.  Perhaps it is the satisfaction of completing a task, taking a 
contemplative walk or reading a book.  In these small things we are living in the present, and we 
have an opportunity to find God.  Anytime we are using our God given talents for good purpose, 
we have the opportunity to encounter God. 
     Consider, when we pray, and our prayers are not distracted by the past or future, we are 

living in the present, we are encountering God.  During this encounter, Satan cannot approach 
us.   Could this be why Saint Paul tells us to pray without ceasing?    If we learn to pray as Saint 
Paul recommends, and understand that every waking moment is to be lived in an awareness 
that God is with us, and that He is actively involved in our life, we are living in the present.  We 
are living with God.
