To Be a Saint — The Marion Month of October

October is designated by the Catholic Church as a “Marion Month”. It is easy to see why, when we look
at the Marion feast days and Marion observances that occur during October.

October 1%, Patronage of the Mother of God. — The Eastern Rite Church celebrates the protection (or veil)
of the Most Holy Mother of God. This feast commemorates an apparition of Our Lady in the Church at
Blachernae in Constantinople. So, what happened? While the faithful were gathered, celebrating a vigil
liturgy, a vision of the Theotokos appeared. She approached the alter and knelt. There she prayed for the
people, with innumerable saints surrounding her. The Virgin Mary asked Her Son, Jesus to accept the
prayers of all the people entreating Him and looking for Her protection. Afterwards, she spread her veil
over all the people in the church as a protection.

October is designated as the "Month of the Rosary”, with the feast day of “Our Lady of the Rosary”
occurring on October 7™, This date also celebrates Our Lady of Victory or Victories, and was established
by Pope St. Pius V in 1571 to celebrate the miraculous victory of the Christian forces over the Moslem
fleet in the Battle of Lepanto on Oct. 7 of that year. It was a dire situation for Christian Europe. The
Turkish army and fleet of the time had been invincible. They had designs to conquer western Europe and
subjugate the Church.

Previous to the decisive battle of Lepanto, St. Pius V had requested all Christians to pray the rosary;
indeed, the Christians forces of the fleet recited the rosary on each of their vessels immediately prior to
the battle. In addition, a depiction of the image of Our Lady of Guadalupe was placed aboard the flag ship
of the Christian fleet. If you observe carefully, in the depiction of our Lady of Guadalupe she is standing
with her feet atop a crescent moon. The crescent moon is an important pagan symbol in Aztec

worship. The image of the Blessed Virgin then symbolizes the victory of Mary over paganism. The same
crescent moon symbol is also important to Islam, and was flown that day over the Moslem ships. In any
event the victory of the Christian forces over the far superior Moslem fleet was attributed to the power of
the Blessed Virgin and the rosary.

The dedication of the month of October to the Holy Rosary became common in the Church thanks to Pope
Leo XIII, an enthusiastic promoter of the rosary. In the span of only five years, Pope Leo wrote eleven
encyclicals on the rosary. St. John Paul Il called the rosary his favorite prayer, "in which we meditate with
Mary upon the mysteries which she as a mother meditated on in her heart (Lk. 2:19.)."

Maternity of the Blessed Virgin Mary October 11%. This feast day of the western church celebrates Mary’s
role as the Mother of God, the Theotokos. It commemorates the first of the four Marian dogmas, the
Divine Motherhood of Mary. The dogma of the Divine Motherhood was first defined by the Council of
Ephesus in 431. The feast day was long known in Portugal and elsewhere, but was finally instituted in
1931 by Pope Pius XI on the fifteenth centenary of the Council of Ephesus. In our reverence for Mary, we
acknowledge her as the Blessed Virgin, the new Eve, and the Queen of Heaven and Earth. Yet, it is Her

role as a mother that resonates most deeply.

Our Lady of Fatima, final apparition October 13%, 1917. It is upon this date that the Blessed Virgin made
her final apparition to the three shepherd children, Lucia, Francisco, and Jacinta. It is probably best known
for the famous miracle of the sun, which was witnessed by an estimated 70,000 people. Our Lady’s
message though was one of repentance, sacrifice and prayer, especially the rosary. She also asked for a
devotion to be established to her Immaculate Heart, which is celebrated on June 28th.

The Blessed Virgin Mary holds an important place in Catholic theology as the mother of Jesus Christ, the
Son of God. She is also a most powerful mediator for us before the throne of God. I recently wrote a letter
on Mary being the undoer of knots. In this letter we find the Blessed Virgin interceding for those who
come to her, helping to untangle the knots of this world that bind them. Use the month of October with its
Marion commemorations to avail yourself of the help of the Blessed Virgin, our spiritual mother.

Parking Lot Replacement Fundraiser - Our parking lot is in a terrible state. There is one section in front
of the church hall that is actually leeching dirt from the subsurface during heavy rains. At best that area is a
tripping hazard; at worst, continued erosion will one day create a terrible sinkhole. Other sections of the
parking lot are so weak that leaf blowers will actually blow away rotten asphalt. We've done sealing
repairs twice over the last few years, but that no longer remains a viable option. We need a new parking
lot.

The Plan..... Estimates are being gathered, but the simple fact is we do not have the amount of money
required to contract the job out. As those numbers come together, we will make it known, but the cost
could be in excess of $75K-$100K. In the interim, the parish plans to install a professional asphalt repair in
the area in front of the hall, where the subsoil is is leeching through. The cost of the repair is something the
parish can afford now, while buying us needed time...... In that time Ascension will be conducting a fund
raiser to install the new parking lot. Details will be announced soon. Father Alex.
