                                                           To Be a Saint – Of Desire and Chasing Illusions 
 
Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. For all 
that is in the world—the desires of the flesh and the desires of the eyes and pride of life—is not from the Father but is 
from the world. And the world is passing away along with its desires, but whoever does the will of God abides 
forever. 1Jn. 2:15-17 
 
Our life is full of desires of one kind or another.  We all have them.  Sometimes we burn with desire, and sometimes 
they come to us and then just as quickly leave.   We often associate immediate happiness to our desire, and thus it 
becomes our passion, something we must achieve.   And once desire becomes our passion, we often become a slave to 
it.  For some, their desire becomes their god.  Similarly, the pride of live seems a clumsy term until you consider, that 
the term refers to the boastful confidence that one can define life on one’s own terms, without restraint or consequence. 
 
Let’s look at some examples.  It was David’s desire for Bathsheba that led to his falling out of grace with the Lord.  It 
was the desire of King Solomon to practice idolatry that led to his downfall.   Jesus taught it was the Prodigal Son’s 
desire to have his inheritance and depart from his father’s house that led to his downfall.  In each of these situations we 
can clearly see how the “pride of life” played a role.      
 
But not all desires are inherently bad.  Some can be beneficial, indeed necessary.  The desire to live, to take care of 
your health, to take care of our family and show mercy to others, are all healthy and beneficial.   Jesus fought against 
the greatest human desire of all, that of self-preservation, that night at Gethsemane.  He willingly sacrificed His desire 
to live, in order to fulfill God’s plan. 
 
Desire then is part of the human condition.  John did not say it is wrong to have them.  In fact, those he names, the 
desires of the flesh, desires of the eyes, in their proper place are not bad.   Is it wrong to eat when you are hungry?  Is it 
wrong to walk in a beautiful garden and take pleasure in what you see?  It is when, in our “pride of life”, we attach an 
undue love to these things to the exclusion of all else, to the exclusion of God, that we see the meaning of John’s 
passage.  
 
Our desires are always in play.  Even when we have a well laid out plan for life; things can go astray due to a desire 
which misdirects us.  We start with a plan for financial security and end up letting greed control the plan.  We become 
fixated on acquiring more.  It can become a cycle of dissatisfaction as one desire leads to another and another.   This is 
where the dream becomes an illusion.  An illusion can never be achieved, for you cannot hold what does not exist. 
 
Left unchecked, our more passionate desires would bring us into a very dark place.  For the most part these desires are 
restrained by civilization, and the norms of our society.  Do we not train our children from an early age to cope with 
and channel their desires? One of the greatest channelings of man’s desire is the institution of marriage and of the 
nuclear family.  This institution is where our primal passions find a channel for many desires that would otherwise 
condemn us.  Look closely at the greatness of civilizations that held this institution in high regard, and then compare 
them with those that treated it lightly or sought to eliminate it completely.  The latter devolve into tribalism and 
anarchy, or cease to exist.    
 
Let’s return momentarily to the Prodigal Son.  When the son’s desire was fulfilled, he squandered all, only to come to 
the realization that in his passion and pride he was chasing an illusion.  He then returns to his father’s house, and here 
we see the great mercy of God available to all who cease to chase illusions and return to the Father seeking 
forgiveness.  
 
Our desires then are part of who we are.  It is the way God in His Wisdom made us.  But we are not meant to be owned 

by our desires.  We experience them, in their proper place they sustain us, but we can never allow ourselves to be 
controlled by them, for once we do, we become a slave to them, and start chasing illusions.

Parking Lot Replacement Fundraiser -  Our parking lot is in a terrible state.  There is one section in front 
of the church hall that is actually leeching dirt from the subsurface during heavy rains.  At best that area is a 
tripping hazard; at worst, continued erosion will one day create a terrible sinkhole.   Other sections of the 
parking lot are so weak that leaf blowers will actually blow away rotten asphalt.  We've done sealing 
repairs twice over the last few years, but that no longer remains a viable option.  We need a new parking 
lot. 
The Plan..... Estimates are being gathered, but the simple fact is we do not have the amount of money 
required to contract the job out.   As those numbers come together, we will make it known, but the cost 
could be in excess of $75K-$100K.  In the interim, the parish plans to install a professional asphalt repair in 
the area in front of the hall, where the subsoil is is leeching through.  The cost of the repair is something the 
parish can afford now, while buying us needed time...... In that time Ascension will be conducting a fund 
raiser to install the new parking lot.  Details will be announced soon.   Father Alex.
