Spiritual Warfare Scriptures for When You Face the Battle 
 
5. Isaiah 54:17 
"No weapon that is formed against you will prosper; and every tongue that accuses you 
in judgment you will condemn. This is the heritage of the servants of the Lord, and their 
vindication is from Me," declares the Lord."  – Isaiah 54:17 
In Isaiah 54:17, a powerful promise is conveyed to God's servants regarding their 
protection and vindication in the face of opposition. The verse asserts that no weapon 
formed against us will succeed, and any accusation brought against them will be 
condemned. This assurance is declared by the Lord Himself! 
For those who serve the Lord, this verse serves as their inheritance—an invaluable 
spiritual legacy. It signifies that God's faithful servants are under His divine protection, 
shielded from harm, and defended against the schemes of their adversaries. When 
confronted with accusations or judgment, we can confidently rely on God for their 
vindication. This passage assures us of the unwavering presence and protection of God in 
the midst of spiritual battles. It instills a sense of security and confidence in the hearts of 
His servants, assuring them that no weapon or accusation can ultimately prevail against 
them. 
 
6. Ephesians 6:11-17 
"Put on the full armor of God, so that you can take your stand against the devil's 
schemes. For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against 
the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and against the spiritual forces of 
evil in the heavenly realms. Therefore put on the full armor of God, so that when the day 
of evil comes, you may be able to stand your ground, and after you have done everything, 
to stand.  Stand firm then, with the belt of truth buckled around your waist, with the 
breastplate of righteousness in place, and with your feet fitted with the readiness that 
comes from the gospel of peace. In addition to all this, take up the shield of faith, with 
which you can extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one. Take the helmet of 
salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God."  – Eph 6:11-17 
Ephesians 6:11-17 paints a vivid picture of spiritual warfare, urging us as believers to 
equip ourselves with the full armor of God. This passage evokes a sense of urgency and 
determination as it calls upon us to stand firm against the schemes of the enemy. The 
emotional depth in this passage lies in the visual imagery of putting on spiritual armor, 
each piece representing a crucial aspect of our defense: truth, righteousness, faith, 
salvation, the Word of God, and prayer. It stirs feelings of resolve and commitment, 
emphasizing the need for unwavering faith and the readiness to engage in the spiritual 
battles we encounter, knowing that our victory is assured through God's divine protection 
and strength.

                                                          Our Daily Bread - The Devil’s Price 
 
Among the fundamental wisdoms of life is that what is false fades; whereas truth endures.   Truth 
is constant, it never changes, for truth is of God, and God does not change. 
     There are a number of corollaries to this.   Misrepresentation, false rumors and lies spread 
faster than truth, burn hot for a quick moment, but fade just as quickly.  Like setting a piece of 
paper afire and watching it burn itself out in the trash can. What is left at the end is a few 
blackened ashes of what was.   Truth, while sometimes slower to catch fire, steadily grows until it 
is white hot, and most notably, the fire of truth endures through the ages.  It becomes the forge by 
which great civilizations are formed.  Civilizations that flourish until the truth be forgotten or 
perverted. 
     Over time, we’ve fallen for all sorts of untruths.  Want some examples?  Well, how about a 
flat earth.  Tell me now, name one person who has ever walked over the edge?  Trust me if it 
were flat, some fool would have done it.  Yet still today there are more than a few that swear the 
earth is flat.  
     There was a time not too long ago that “bleeding” a person was an accepted medical 
practice.  Yep, it was felt that opening the veins and letting the blood flow out would rid the body 
of “ill humors”.  We lost George Washington that way.  Suffering from pneumonia, it was 
thought by his doctors that bleeding him out was a good thing. Huzzah!   
     The lie of Communism has been one of the greatest examples of how weak minded we 
are.  Show me one example where Communism or Socialism has been successful?  Fact is you 
can’t, and it ends always in absolute misery.  We may see it played out yet again in New York 
City. 
     Individuals and societies fall for the sales pitch generation after generation.  By nature, we are 
always looking for a better deal, or something that conforms to what we think truth should be.  It 
normally follows a sales pitch by someone in a position of respect, designed to play on our 
emotions and passions, building into an irresistible force.  It traces back to the Garden of Eden 
when the serpent hissed, “Be like unto God…”  But there was a price.  Call it the Devil’s Price. 
     In a way Satan was the first intellectual, and intellectuals are often responsible for starting the 
sales pitch.  The French Revolution is a good example.  Intellectuals rushed to see their 
enlightenment ideas put into action.  The price was confusion, chaos and the “Reign of 
Terror”.  Tens of thousands murdered, hundreds of thousands arrested, property confiscated, and 
all of it led to the Napoleonic wars where millions died.   Emotions, passions, these are key to 
understanding the human condition and its penchant for following lies and bad ideas.   
     Compare this briefly to the American Revolution.  Here we find measured steps, and 
dispassionate thought.  We had firebrands to be sure, but those in charge were in the main 
statesmen, and behaved as such, they were able to compromise.  The result?  An independent 
nation, a representative democracy with a sound constitution of laws and rights.   A strong 
predictable legal framework developed, along with sound banking institutions and overall public 

confidence.  All put in place with a mechanism to change law as required to adapt to changing 
circumstances.  A model that has been successful for 250 years!  Until?  Until truth is forgotten, 
manipulated or perverted. 
     Now let’s consider a more current example? There is an ongoing struggle now to control the 
national narrative on immigration.  Forces seek to divide us, to cause confusion and blur 
issues.  Emotions and passions run high; blood has been shed.  Rhetoric and brinkmanship seem 
to be crossing all boundaries.  Dispassionate discourse is replaced by who can yell the loudest.  It 
is thought by some a noble cause to resist, interfere, even die for.  Of course, this flame is fanned 
by the media who make a living fanning flames.  
     Finding compromise and de-escalating tensions will require statesmanship on both 
sides.  Time will tell, but understand, when a nation willfully ignores its own laws for a time, 
(laws rightfully enacted based on the self-evident truth that requires nations to maintain security 
of their borders, and properly vet those who come in) and then seeks to enforce these laws once 
again, there are consequences, a price to be paid, the Devil’s Price.     
     Beware of those who seek to incite and draw upon your emotions; those who peddle 
passion.  Learn to recognize the sales pitch and understand the price to be paid.
