10 Soul-Centered Things to Give Up for Lent (That Aren't Food) 
 
What if fasting this Lent actually transformed your habits, not just your diet? These 10 soul-deep shifts can 
clear out what is draining you and make space for freedom, peace, and a closer walk with God. 
 
2. Give up negative self-talk. 
SLIDE 2 OF 10 
Sometimes we don’t talk to ourselves in our minds the way God wants us to do so. We 
can carry on negative self-talk instead of thinking about ourselves positively, as God sees 
us. If we have an unhealthy habit of negative self-talk, we’ll replay our mistakes, magnify 
our weaknesses, and measure ourselves harshly. But God wants us to love ourselves as 
he loves us. Psalm 34:5 tells us that focusing on God helps us break free of shame: 
“Those who look to him are radiant; their faces are never covered with shame.” In 
Christ, we’re forgiven, beloved, and being transformed – not condemned. 
Giving up negative self-talk during Lent begins by paying attention to how we speak to 
ourselves, especially when we fail or feel inadequate. When those thoughts surface, we 
can ask whether they reflect God’s truth or just old patterns of fear. Replacing lies with 
biblical truth is a powerful way to retrain our minds. Romans 8:1 assures us: “There is 
now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.” Over time, fasting from self-
criticism makes room for us to embrace God’s grace in fresh ways and learn how to see 
ourselves accurately – the way our Creator sees us. 
 
3. Give up rushing through life. 
SLIDE 3 OF 10 
Busyness can make us feel important, but constant rushing leaves little room for us to 
connect well with God. Jesus set a strong example for us of the importance of rest. Even 
though Jesus was surrounded by urgent needs, he regularly rested in order to spend time 
with God. Mark 1:35 tells us that Jesus rose early to spend time alone with God: “Very 
early in the morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got up, left the house and went off to a 
solitary place, where he prayed.” Jesus’ example reminds us that we need to stop rushing 
and slow down enough to give our full attention to our relationships with God. 
We can give up rushing by simplifying our schedules so we’re doing fewer activities (only 
those that are truly important and that we truly enjoy), allowing well-being breaks 
between our activities, and resisting the urge to hurry through conversations and tasks 
day by day. Slowing down helps us become more attentive to God and other people, 
which will help us experience the blessing of more love in our lives.

                      To be a Saint -  The Connection Between Water and the Holy Spirit 
“And the earth was waste and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep: and the Spirit 
of God moved upon the face of the waters. Genesis 1:2 
     There is a profound connection between water and the Holy Spirit within scripture. 
In the passage from Genesis above, the Hebrew word for “Spirit” is “Ruach”.  This word can also 
be interpreted to mean breath and wind.  It indicates something that is both powerful and life 
giving.  In this case God’s “Spirit” moving above the chaotic, primordial waters suggests an 
active role, a preparation to bring order out of chaos.  Is this meant to purify the water from 
contamination and evil?”  Are we seeing a blessing of the waters before creation 
itself?  Consider, in the presence of God’s divine love, no evil can exist.  So, in this I can see 
God’s spirit upon the face of the waters as a preparatory step to creation itself.  This is the 
opinion of Saint Augustine in book 13, Confessions, and several other church fathers.  
     As an aside, this “overshadowing” of the waters reminds me of the passage in Luke 1-35; And 
the Angel said to her, ‘The Holy Spirit will come upon you and the power of the Most High will 
overshadow you…”  Thus, Christ came into the world. 
     In a way the analogy continues today.  Before blessing Holy Water in various Catholic rites, it 
is preceded by an exorcism to remove any demonic activity from the water.  The analogy grows 
stronger.  According to the Byzantine Rite, during the blessing of holy water, the Priest performs 
an exorcism.  Among the actions of the Priest is the following recitation, “Therefore, You oh 
loving King, come to us, also now through the decent of the Holy Spirit and sanctify this 
water”.  He then breathes on the water three times, each time breathing over the water in the 
form of a cross, the gesture of exorcism, purifying the water from the contamination and 
influence of evil powers.  For me, this is a powerful connection.  The symbols of the Holy Spirit in 
the Eastern Church are many.  I note also the priest breathes over the child at baptism 
symbolizing the invocation of the Holy Spirit.  During the recitation of the creed, a veil called the 
Aer is waived gently by the priest in front of the discos and chalice, symbolizing once again the 
activity of the Holy Spirit.  So many rich and beautiful symbols. 
     The Roman Catholic Rite shares this deep respect for the workings of the Holy Spirit.  “Since 
the beginning of the world, so humble and wonderful a creature (water) has been the source of 
life and fruitfulness… (CCC 2018).  Further, in the Roman Missal we find the following concerning 
the Easter vigil and the Blessing of Water, which is the custom of the western church. “At the 
very dawn of creation your Spirit breathed on the waters, making them a wellspring for all 
holiness.” 
     Let’s return to scripture.  In the gospel of John, it was Jesus who told Nicodemus he must be 
born of water and Spirit to enter the kingdom of Heaven (Jn. 3:5).   One chapter later, it was 
Jesus who asked the Samaritan woman at Jacob’s Well if she wants “living water”, (Jn. 
4:10).  Jesus offered to anyone thirsty to come to Him and drink streams of living water, (Jn 

7:37-38).  John, writing his gospel late in life had come to realize and make mention that the 
“living water” symbolizes the outpouring of the Holy Spirit, the giver of life, which would be 
realized after Christ’s Ascension.  The term “Giver of Life” should be familiar to all Catholics.  It 
refers to the Holy Spirit and is part of the Nicene Creed. Our journey through scripture has taken 
us from the very beginning of Genesis through the Gospel of John.  I have skipped many other 
examples in scripture, but I have room for one more.  This at the very end of Revelation Chapter 
22.  The chapter describes a river flowing from the throne of God and the Lamb.  The river flows 
down the middle of the Street (New Jerusalem) and on either side grew the tree of life.  It goes on 
to state nothing accursed will be found here anymore. See Revelation 22:1-3.  The river 
mentioned is often interpreted as the Holy Spirit.  The water’s purity and clarity are in keeping 
with the actions of the Holy Spirit, which brings true nourishment to thirsting souls.  The river’s 
flow represents a continual outpouring of the graces of the Holy Spirit. 
     A profound connection exists between the Holy Spirit and water from beginning to end of 
scripture.   It is woven throughout Catholic liturgy and customs, but often taken for granted.
